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Abstract

Proceedings of the Seventh International Conference on the Mediterranean Coastal Environment, MEDCOAST 05 will be prepared by using directly the camera‑ready manuscripts received from authors. The authors are requested to follow strictly all the instructions given below while preparing their manuscripts. Use this document as an example to prepare your manuscript. Manuscripts will be reduced by 75% in size.  The total number of pages of the manuscript must not exceed 12 pages.

Introduction

The manuscript must be word processed (using Microsoft Word for Windows versions 6, 97 or later), by strictly obeying the instructions mentioned in this document.  Failure in complying with the instructions may result in exclusion of your manuscript from the Conference Proceedings and cancellation of your paper from the conference program.  

It is essential that a word processor is used for preparing the manuscripts. The authors should send a CD (or a diskette just in the case that CD is not available) containing the document file(s) of their manuscript(s). Papers which are not provided in a CD (or in a diskette) will not be published in the proceedings.

Paper General Structure

The structure of a paper should be as follows:



‑ The paper title and name(s) of the author(s);



‑ Abstract;



‑ Introduction;



‑ Section(s) of the main text;

- Results (if applicable) 

- Conclusions;



‑ Acknowledgements (if applicable)



‑ References;



‑ Appendices (if applicable). 

Manuscript Format
Page format

Document should be formatted to use A4 (21 cm x 29.7 cm) sized paper. Use the equivalent of 12 point typeface (the text in this manual is 12 points).  Times New Roman or any font similar to the font used for this manual is preferable.  The manuscript must be single spaced and justified throughout. The following margins should be strictly obeyed. Bottom margin is 2.5 cm.  All other margins (top, right, left) are 3.0 cm.


A full page of text and/or illustrations must be achieved whenever possible. Widows (last line of paragraph alone at top of a page) and orphans (first line of paragraph alone at bottom of a page) should be avoided.  Authors are urged to ensure that the number of pages of the manuscript (including text, illustrations, references and appendices) is not more than 12.  A4-sized quality white paper on a laser printer (at least 300 DPI) should be used to print the manuscript.  Do not use a dot matrix printer.

General layout

The title of the paper should not be longer than fifty (50) characters. Title should be placed at about 9.5 cm down from the top of the first page. The title font size should be 18, font style should be bold and alignment should be centred. The title should be in title case format (lower-case except the first letters of the title which must be capitalized). 


It must be followed after one line of space by the names of all authors. The font size should be 16, font style should be bold and alignment should be centred. The affiliations (together with postal addresses, fax and phone numbers) should be placed one space after the names of authors. The font size should be 13, font style should be bold and italic, and alignment should be left justified. 


It is necessary that the paper starts with an abstract.  The heading Abstract should be placed two spaces after the affiliations.


All section headings should be left justified and should not be numbered. They should be in title case format (lower-case except the first letters of the heading which must be capitalized).  Headings of the primary-sections should be bold and underlined. Headings of the secondary-sections should be bold and italic and in sentence case format. Further sub-headings can be in italic.


The first line of each paragraph should be indented by 1.25 cm.  One-line space should be left between paragraphs and below each heading.  Two-line space should be left before headings (i.e. between sections/sub-sections).

Illustrations

All illustrations (figures, photos, tables ... etc.) must be in digital form as inserted in the manuscript.  Originals of the drawings and original glossy prints of photographs also should be given separately. Illustrations should be placed inside the text, right after they are first mentioned (as close as possible). Figures and photos must be in black & white.  They should be numbered, and captions must be written directly beneath them as can be seen from Fig. 1. Usage of text boxes while writing figure captions should be avoided.  Tables must be numbered, as well, and captions must be written directly above them as can be seen from Table 1. Except in very special cases, ALL illustrations should be in editable format and their soft copies should be submitted within the CD (or diskette) containing the Word document of your manuscript. No shading in tables! Do not include the figure captions inside the figure (as they may become un-editable!).

It may be possible to print a coloured photo, image or illustration in the Proceedings at an extra cost that must be met by the author(s).  In fact, a coloured presentation may be essential if colours are used as indicators or scales, as in the case of space images or some computer graphics.  In such cases, please communicate with the MEDCOAST Secretariat for information on the possibility of colour printing and its cost.

Lettering on illustrations should be neatly printed and be large enough to assure legibility after size reduction of about 75%.  They should be printed or pasted lightly onto the page.  Do not use fonts smaller than 10 points in any figure (due to 75% reduction in scale while printing, smaller fonts cannot be read).


Together with their captions, illustrations must not exceed the page margins specified above.  Although it is not preferable, you may design an illustration in double-page spread starting on an even-numbered page.  Please do this if you find it absolutely essential.  All figures and tables must be cited inside the text.

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Mathematics, symbols and units

All mathematics and other special symbols included in the text should have typed characters if at all possible.  Equations should be left justified and their numbers should be right justified as given by (1).

Y = A X + B

Hand-writing of symbols and/or hand-drawing lines should be avoided. The use of the International System of Units (SI) units (and the units acceptable in SI) as primary units is required.

References

All references should appear together at the end of the paper.  They should not be numbered.  References need to be listed alphabetically by last name of the first author.  When two or more references by the same author are listed, year of publication is taken into account, and the earliest work is listed first.  Wherever reference is made in the text to an author's work, the author(s) and year of publication should appear in parentheses like: Goda (1985), Isaacson and MacKenzie (1981) and Mathiesen et al. (1994).  The corresponding reference items are shown in References Section below.  Make sure that all references appearing at the end of the paper are cited at least once inside the text!
Keywords

Provide a separate sheet with a listing of approximately 10 keywords to be used to index the paper.

Approvals and Copyright Transfer

It is the author's responsibility to obtain all necessary approvals from the author's employer, etc., prior to submission of the paper.  After receipt of a manuscript, it will not be possible to withdraw or revise it.

Please note that if an illustration (e.g. a figure or a photograph) has been published previously, it will be necessary for the author to obtain written permission from the original publisher for MEDCOAST to reprint the illustration.


The enclosed transfer of copyright must be completed by the author and submitted together with the manuscript.  No paper will be published in the Proceedings unless a transfer of copyright form has been received by the MEDCOAST Secretariat.

· Do not use bold and italic characters except for symbols, equations and latin terms.

· Do not insert page numbers and headers.

· Do not forget to send the original and digital copies of photographs, figures and maps used inside the text.

· Make sure that all your graphs used inside the text are editable.

· Do not include the figure captions inside the figure (as they may become un-editable!) and do not put the figure captions in text boxes.
· Do not use fonts smaller than 10 points in any figure (due to 75% reduction in scale while printing, smaller fonts cannot be read)
